Here is an example of grade formation for a subject that has a mean of 25 and a standard deviation of 10

· The Mark scale is indicated on the Left Margin

· The crosses represent the distribution of students.

· The Numbers on the right side are the question numbers from the exam and hence represent an outcome. For a student and an question number to be at the same point on the scale implies that the student has a 50% chance of getting that question correct. 

· It is from a diagram like this that we can determine the outcomes associated with each grade level
